Teachers will use the Theater Foundations I SLO # 1 Performance Rubric to provide students with formative feedback in rehearsals as they work toward the final performance of the semester. Students will also receive formative feedback on proper use of voice and body through rehearsal and warm-up activities.

Students will produce a dynamic, character-driven performance that demonstrates proper movement and voice techniques as well as understanding of emotional content.

Teachers will use a variety of learning activities to reach all levels of learners from; lecturing, modeling, examples, reading, writing, questioning, individual work, journals, class collaboration/ discussion, group activities, improv, theater games, partner work, rehearsal time, teacher and student formal and informal feedback and critique.

	How will you extend or deepen learning for students who are already proficient?

Students may add an additional performance element into their graded performance (e.g. dialect, technical theatre elements, etc.) or student can perform piece with a given limitation (e.g. time, additional obstacle, different character, etc.) Additionally, as a layered curriculum assignment, students could lead the class in an instructional activity that reflects proper use of the aforementioned elements of acting.
